A TREATISE ON SCRIPTURE
BY W. H. CADMAN

. Isaiah 52:7: “How beautiful upon the mountains
-are the feet of him that bringeth good tidings, that
publisheth peace; that bringeth good tidings of
-good, that publisheth salvation; that saith unto Zmn,
Thy God reigneth!”

Isaiah, the son of Amoz and a Prophet of God was
a wonderful man; his wision did not only visualize
the doings of the day in which he lived, but with the
keen eye of faith he penetrated the ages, that to the
masses were hidden.

Blind unbelief has always caused men to err and
- stumble, and in doing so they have reaped even as

they had sown. The son of Amoz spoke to his nation
of people clearly, concerning the coming of a
‘_Messiah; he refers to Him in so many ways and
forms.

In chapt. 53, he likens Him to a tender plant and
“as a root out of a dry ground, He is despised and
‘rejected, a man of sorrows and acquainted with

grief, he sees ‘Him taken from prison and from
judgement, and asks, “Who shall declare  his
generation b :

In the midst of an unbelieving nation of people as
His follawers found themselves to be in, it un-
-dotibtedly took much courage to declare His genera-
gtion, yet we find that fisherman very brave and

the propbet had previously exclaimed, “FHow beauti-
ful upon the mountains are the feet of hlm that
bringeth good tidings!”

" However in the spiritual sense, Charity is the pure

love of God and according to Paul in I Corinthians,

we may do many kind or even heroic deeds and yét

not possess real Charity. ‘
Read I Corinthians 13—what real Charlty is.

All these deeds we might do and qualities we might

" have, yet without Charity all are worthless. Great

speaking or preaching, 'knowiedge and understanding

" are of ‘o value unless clofhed with Charity. We

might give all our earthly possesswns to lielp a cause,
- even to the sacnﬁce of ‘our bodies, but it proﬁteth
nething if not accompamed by Charity or Love,

How then can we test acts of others and of our-
selves to know whether we possess Charity?

nights, ete.” I viewed these things with wonder. I
dor’t believe T will'be able to reach the Indian people
on this visit. I have tried to approach several in this
city, but they wont allow you to do muck talking.
There. is a reéservation of Navajoe's in Northern
Arizona, extending into New Mexico and Utah,
numbering 50,000 Indians. They are intreasing from
time to time. They are sheep and cattle raisers.
The government don’t know what to do with them,
they are spreading owt so rapidly. The Hopt's are
completely surrounded by them. Isaiah, and also his
language is quoted in the B. of M: speaks of the

children of Jacob spreading out, they will lengthen -

their cords, and strengthen their stakes, for more are
the children of the desolate than the children of the.
‘married wife. Enlarge the place of their tents. Sing
0 barren, break forth into singing, etc. I have at-
tended several lectures of professors that have
" studied the Arizona Indians, they show picture
slides.
